[bookmark: _wxjfgs4xrgzs]Eco Club and Forest school have been working hard to increase the biodiversity of the school site. We have installed a mini pond, more planting and a wormery. We hope to be able to compost our fruit waste and turn it into compost to use in our planters. School has now installed a low fence along the Marina side of the site which we will develop into a wildlife corridor – essential joining spaces that allow wildlife to move around built up areas.

 If you have any plants you are willing to donate - ideally herbs or native flowering plants - please drop them to the school office. 
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Our bug hotel gets filled with natural materials to attract insects. We are making it a living roof.

Our new mini pond will attract insects and hopefully frogs.



We want less waste – focus on food
Eco club were interested in how much waste we create through our lunches at school. Our catering company, Aspens, has already set up online ordering so they know exactly how many meals are wanted to help reduce the amount of food wasted every day.
Eco club were also interested in the material rubbish produced from our packed lunches. They collected the rubbish from packed lunches during the first four day week of term and are planning a project aimed at encouraging parents to put in less single use plastic and give some hints and tips on how to go packaging free in lunch boxes. Here is the rubbish we collected from lunch boxes:
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Eco Club want to encourage you to…
Change one thing!
Buy large packs of dried fruit, crisps or biscuits and put a small handful in each day
Use a sectioned lunchbox so that not everything needs to be wrapped
Use sustainable wrapping or reuse foil wrapping over and over again
Bake small cakes or biscuits to use in lunchboxes instead of wrapped items
