Dear Parents & Carers,

We are so proud of how wonderfully your children have settled into school and have really enjoyed getting to know both them and you.  We are particularly impressed with how independent they are and how quickly they are adapting to new routines.
Reading
We are currently exploring pre-reading skills and your children will be coming home with a ‘no word’ book for you to share with them. To foster a love of reading please encourage your child to discuss the pictures and story, to make predictions and reread the book several times. Once your child has learnt enough letter sounds to be able to blend and decode words, we will be sending home reading scheme books for you to share. Please write any comments in the reading record and we ask that you try to read and record this 5 times per week (little but often). These will be checked and books will be changed on a weekly basis. The children really enjoy receiving stickers and certificates for their efforts at home. 
Phonics

Over the past few weeks we have been revising Phase 1, focussing on segmenting and blending sounds in words, rhyming, rhythm and alliteration. We have now begun to teach your children Phase 2 and will be focussing on 4 letters sounds each week, alongside letter formation, segmenting and blending. We have attached a Phase 2 and 3 sound mat for your information and to reinforce the letters at home. Words to learn by sight will be sent home in due course. We will be holding a phonics and early reading workshop on Wednesday 19th October at 6:30 pm in the hall.  Please click the link below to hear how to pronounce each sound correctly.
